*Use of email addresses and other personal data:

1. You do not have to provide an email address on this Form. If you do provide one, the Lightwave Community Council and the electoral roll officer are entitled to use that email address to communicate with you in connection with the maintenance or revision of the Roll or the preparation of a new Roll or with elections to or membership of the Council.
2.
